CAAHE CONFERENCE FIELD TRIP

Historic Virginia Triangle

As part of the 2008 Conference, CAAHE is sponsoring a trip to the Historic Triangle of Virginia after the conclusion of the conference on Friday, June 12. This area includes Jamestown, Williamsburg, and Yorktown and is among the most popular tourist destinations in the world.  Buses will depart the Richmond Omni Hotel at 1:00pm for the one-hour trip to the Colonial Williamsburg Visitor Center. Once in Williamsburg, a free trolley service serves the three locations of Jamestown, Williamsburg, and Yorktown.  Depending on the amount of time spent in each area, two of the destinations can be visited before retuning to Richmond.  Buses will depart Williamsburg at 7:00pm for the return trip. (No charge for attendees to ride the CAAHE sponsored buses.)
Jamestown Settlement

Jamestown, located on Jamestown Island in the Virginia Colony, was founded on May 14, 1607. It is commonly regarded as the first permanent English settlement in what is now the United States. Founded by Captain John Smith it became the first capital of the Colony for 92 years, until 1699, when the capital relocated to Williamsburg.

The Jamestown Settlement includes exhibits on reflecting the founding and history of the original colony, James Fort, and the three ships that brought the settlers to the New World.  Cost—$12.15.

Yorktown Victory Center

Yorktown is most famous as the site of the surrender of General Cornwallis to General George Washington in 1781. Although the war would last for another year, this British defeat at Yorktown did effectively end the American Revolutionary War. Yorktown also figured prominently in the American Civil War (1861-1865), serving as a major port to supply both northern and southern towns, depending upon who held Yorktown at the time.

The Yorktown Victory Center includes interactive exhibits on the revolutionary war as well as an outdoor display of a Continental Army Encampment and 1780’s Colonial Farm.  Cost—$8.35

Colonial Williamsburg
Colonial Williamsburg is the restored historic city that was the capital of the Virginia Colony after it moved from Jamestown in 1699. The town received a royal charter as a city in 1722, and was the center of political events in Virginia leading to the American Revolution.  The city includes the adjacent College of William and Mary, established in 1693, the second-oldest university in the United States. There are numerous shopping opportunities nearby.

Access to the historic city and gardens is free, but admission tickets are required to visit the indoor exhibits.  Exhibits include various craftsmen, interpretive exhibits, and the Governors Palace.  Cost—$40.
